Reckless Kelly showcases songs from new album 
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When Reckless Kelly released “Bulletproof” on June 24, the band hit the ground running with a 
nationwide tour to promote the new CD. The tour kicked off in Idaho and wound its way across 
the Midwest. It finally makes its way to Texas where the band will perform two shows at 
Gruene Hall this Friday and Saturday night. As a fan of the band back to its first release, I’m 
impressed with “Bulletproof.” It’s the band’s seventh album and easily the most commercial 
one so far. The first single, “Ragged as the Road,” has huge hit written all over it. Itfeatures the 
hard driving southern rock sound and raspy vocals that have become a Reckless Kelly 
trademark. The new songs cover a wide range of subjects — from Hurricane Katrina victims in 
“God Forsaken Town” to the troops with “American Blood” to the sure-fire radio hit “A Guy Like 
Me.” The CD has become a permanent fixture in my truck for the past few weeks and I can’t 
wait to hear how these tunes come across in concert. The Friday show starts at 9:30 p.m. and 
on Saturday its 10:30 p.m. Tickets cost $22 and Paula Nelson will open both shows. 
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
